TRACKS

#1 Biblical Preaching and Teaching in a
Facebook Age (Dr. Stan Slade) Preaching and
teaching requires us to do what is needed to
communicate with and connect to our audi-
ence. With the almost daily increases in the
use of technology, and ability to communi-
cate in ways not dreamed of five to ten years
ago, how can we be sure we are “truly com-
municating” through our preaching and
teaching?

#2 Deepening a Pastor’s Spiritual Life (Dr.
John Piippo) This track is designed to engage
participants in an exploration and expansion
of their inner spiritual lives. One’s spiritual
life is deepened as God is allowed access to
the whole of our being and life. The track’s
purposes include: encountering and experi-
encing God; experiencing personal transfor-
mation; deepening of one’s prayer life; and
more.

#3 Relationships in the 21° Century: Friend-
ships In a Facebook Age (Drs. Lee & Lois
Spitzer) Do pastors have to be lonely? Can a
pastor be a friend with church mem-

bers? How do we maintain and nurture
friendships from previous ministry set-
tings? These questions and more will be ad-
dressed by Drs. Lois and Lee Spitzer with a
diverse panel of pastoral leaders in exploring
the dynamics, joys and challenges of friend-
ship in a Facebook age.

#4 Disciplemaking in the Local Church (Rev.
James P. Amend) How do we find the bal-
ance between outward focused ministry and
inward spiritual growth in the church? Gen-
eral rules and specific models will be pre-
sented to help congregants become disciplers
who multiply disciples. You will learn ways to
recruit and develop leadership, as well as
measure and increase discipleship in your
church with an emphasis on both church-
wide and individual spiritual development.

#5 Haitian Pastors (Rev. Dr. Edgard Nicolas
- sponsored by ABCUSA National Ministries)
Issues specific to Haitian pastors will be ad-
dressed.
